2008 Retreat Informationtc "2008 Retreat Information"

The following is general retreat info and helpful hints to make your retreat a more rewarding experience.

Lodging 


Check in time is not until 5 p.m. Friday. Please go to the front desk to get your room number and key at that time. Sometimes we can get into our rooms earlier; please check at the front desk. Check out time is Noon on Sunday although we can sew until 4 p.m. bedrooms consist of twin beds (roll away for triples) with private baths, individually controlled heat and air, and daily linen service. There is a desk and chair in each room. There are no phones or televisions.

Sewing Rooms 


The Darby room accommodates the most people (because of the amount of sewers, no personal irons should be used in this room due to power outages—with so many computerized sewing machines we would like to avoid damages that may be caused by power surges). Irons are available at each end of the room for your convenience.


The Chaminade room is farthest away from the front desk. Due to its location, the room will be supplied with ice and coffee provided by Bergamo. Restrooms are directly across the hall. It’s convenient for delivering your sewing equipment to your place because there is a door to the outside nearby. For security purposes, unless you’re carrying items in or out, keep the outside door closed.


The Barret room is located next to the front desk and is a retreat within the retreat. The ladies in this room usually bring all of their own supplies, do all of their own set up and adjustments. They have it down to a science now.

Miscellaneous Information

“Is she still in her p.j.’s?” Yes she is! Yes, you can sew in your night clothes, (Notice, I did not say skimpy nighty) or get all dolled up for breakfast if you want. It’s up to you. Some of us rarely take off our slippers (watch out for pins on the loose).


Other than Bergamo meals, no other food will be served. We are welcome to bring snacks and drinks to the sewing room. Many of us bring things to share and all are welcome to the snacks that are on the tables in rooms they are sewing in. There are also vending machines down by the Chaminade room. Sometimes you may not care for what is being served at meal times so snacks are encouraged. We are working with the kitchen manager closely to try not to run out of selections, but we are not guaranteed to get exactly what we want for a particular meal. You may not get what you want, but you won’t go hungry, you don’t have to cook it, clear the table or do the dishes.? (I realize this is a touchy subject to some of us and we all love good food, but let’s please remember, this is not a culinary retreat, we are not here to eat, we are here to sew and have a good time with old friends and make new ones.)


We are working on getting massage therapist’s again this year for saturday and sunday. Sign up sheets are available when registering for retreat and during the retreat. Preregistration is encouraged. This is a separate cost from the retreat and you would be required to pay the therapist at the time the massage is received.


There is a large central area where you can lay out your quilt blocks, do some cutting and get several opinions on what your next step should be. Also, ask those around you if you have a quilting question. Everyone is so nice and helpful. We won’t leave you hanging on a noose. Many of us will saddle right up beside you and help you out.


Friendship Blocks: Everyone is encouraged to sew a friendship block, sign it and turn it in to the committee at retreat. Every year someone wins these blocks as a cherished memory of the retreat.


Optional projects: This year we will have a mystery quilt and some small projects that are fun to do. Keep an eye on the Newsletter for mystery fabric needs and instructions.

Tips & Pointers for Quilters

Picture This! Instead of using a reducing glass or door peephole glass to view a quilt when laying out blocks, use a digital camera. When looking at a photograph, blocks can easily be seen if they need to be moved or turned. A digital camera is also handy when you’ve gotten your quilt blocks all laid out and ready to sew, but don’t have room to leave them out until you sew them together. Take a digital picture so when you are ready to sew, you don’t have to redo the layout.
Machine Quilting Practice: Patchwork bandanas, which are inexpensive at craft stores, make great practice pieces for machine quilting. These are especially helpful for beginners to learn quilting in the ditch.

Hand Basting a Quilt: When getting ready to baste a quilt, tape the backing to the floor, then the batting and finally the quilt top. Slip a marble under the quilt to create a bump, so it’s easy to stitch through the quilt without scratching the floor. Roll the marble to wherever you want to baste.

Movable Quilt Hanger: Place backing for the 3M™ Command™ Adhesive hooks on the backs of two small quilt hangers. Use them to display seasonal wall quilts, and when the season (and quilt) changes, move the quilt hangers to hold a quilt of a different width. There will be no holes in the walls and you can change your quilts as often as you like. 

Cheer Up a Quilter: Instead of sending flowers to a quilting friend who is sick, give fat quarters or a gift card to a favorite quilt shop.

Sweep Away Wrinkles: Layer a quilt on a clean floor, taping the backing, right side down, to the floor. After layering and before pinning, take a clean broom and sweep the quilt! Start from the center and work your way out, sweeping from the center toward the edges. This gets all the wrinkles out of the batting and creates static electricity that helps keep the layers together.

Quilt Freshener: Toss in one or two new tennis balls. The bouncing of the balls fluffs the quilt in a shorter amount of time. This trick also works well when drying pillows.

Scissors Lanyard: To keep track of small embroidery scissors, use a lanyard. Attach scissors to the hook on the end and wear it around your neck when sewing. This keeps the scissors handy, and you never have to search for them on your sewing table.

Catch Thread Snips: Use a small square of batting when sewing or quilting to catch your thread snips. When it is full, clean it off or just throw it away. You’ll have fewer threads on yourself and quilts when using this trick. 

Safe Storage: Use plastic pencil boxes to store rotary cutters. (These boxes are available at the beginning of each school year and go on sale once school has started.) Even the largest (60 mm) rotary cutter will fit perfectly in the box.

Lint Brushes: Small paintbrushes come in handy to clean lint from the bobbin case area of your sewing machine.
