‘It’s No Mystery’

Instead of a “mystery” project, the retreat this year will feature The Jelly Roll 1600 Project as a challenging option.

Items needed for project:

1 fabric Jelly Roll (or 40 strips of assorted fabrics that are 2½ “ by 40”)

Shears

Binding Fabric – ½ yard – cut seven 2.5” strips

This project finishes 48” x 64” but you can add additional optional borders to bring it to 61” x 77”

For the optional borders:

Inside border – 1/3 yard – cut six 2” strips (we suggest a fabric that appears solid and would contrast with the fabrics of the jelly roll).


Outside border – 1 yard – cut six 5.5” strips (we suggest you use a fabric from the jelly roll)
2012 QUILT SHOW!!!!

Thursday, May 3, 2012--Set up, Quilt Entry Drop-Off

Friday and Saturday, May 4 and 5, 2012—The Actual Quilt Show
