Gets Underway 


A committee has formed to create the 2006 Raffle Quilt and we need everyone’s help!

We’ve chosen to make a queen-sized “planned scrappy” Log Cabin quilt in the barn-raising configuration. Our two-color scheme is creamy beiges and sage and olive greens. 

In addition, we plan to add some burgundy floral appliqué in the light sections. To hold the costs of this project down and realize the maximum profit, we’d like to receive most of the fabric for this quilt through donations by guild members.


Rhonda Tiefert will collect fabric at the February and March guild meetings and at the winter retreat. A great many strips (hundreds, in fact!) are needed to make this quilt truly scrappy. 

Please search your stash and donate generously to this project. We request 3 inch wide strips (by at least 12 inches, but preferably 45 inches) in any/all of the following colors:

☻Solids and Tonal prints—nothing too bright or too wild, please!
☻Beige, cream, tan—no muslin, please!

☻Yellowy green—in light, medium and medium/dark tones (i.e. sage, celery, olive, avocado) No brights, Please! 

If you cut your donations into 3-inch wide strips, you will save the committee a great deal of time. 

Also, if you are unsure of the color, you can bring your fabric to a meeting and run it by Rhonda before you cut it up.

Using easy raw edge appliqué techniques, we will “bee creative” and create our own rag style signature block with a springtime theme. The background, batting and backing will be provided. 

The winner of the blocks will be able to join them together and create a quick rag quilt.


If you do not wish to appliqué, please feel free to bring permanent fabric pens or other items to decorate your block. Appliqué patterns for creating your block will be provided or you may “bee creative” and design your own appliqué for the block.


Supply list: Small fabric scraps for the appliqué (think springtime colors or colors for flowers, bees, bears or butterflies); Fabric glue stick; Thread for sewing and quilting the block; Permanent fabric marking pen for your signature.

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Christmas in Februarytc "Christmas in February"

I hope you’ve had a wonderful holiday season and that you haven’t put away your Christmas fabrics. If not, then this will be a start of cleaning the holiday mess out of your sewing room.
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This is another strip-pieced quilt so get out a variety of prints and cut them into strips from 1" to 2 ½" in width and strip them together.


☻From a strip set that is at least 18” wide, cut as many 3 ¼" strips as possible. 18” x 3 ¼"


☻From a strip set that is at least 12 ½" wide, cut as many 4 ½" strips as possible. 12 ½" x 4 ½"


☻Bring your leftover strips and snippets.

One (maybe two) quilter(s) will take it all home with the sashing squares precut for the stars and the template, and directions to finish the top. I’ve already done this step. 

Bring your completed strips to the February meeting.
