Raffle Quilt Ticket Sales Important to Guildtc "Raffle Quilt Ticket Sales Important to Guild"

The guild’s 2006 Raffle Quilt is nearing completion. Many different hands had a part in the making of it. And then there are the scores of you who contributed fabric strips. This is definitely a product of cooperative effort! All of these voluntary contributions have enabled us to hold down costs while ending up with a quilt that we hope will generate a high level of enthusiasm in the form of ticket sales. 


To this end, we need every member’s enthusiastic participation. A single person or a small group cannot hope to do the job that is necessary. Consider that in a typical year the cost of rent, postage, printing, lectures, classes, (including the teachers’ travel and housing), and other programs such as Challenge, Retreat, etc. all add up to expenses that top $10,000! That is over $20,000 in a two year period! (The amount of time between shows and raffle quilts.)


Our dues covers well less than half of our financial needs. We rely on the success of the raffle quilt and the quilt show for all of the rest. So making an attractive quilt is wonderful, but not enough. Now we must all take part in selling the tickets.

How can you help? If you normally buy a book of tickets, consider buying two. If you normally sell tickets to your relatives, please consider also approaching your neighbors. If you have a group or club that might be interested in buying tickets, consider taking our quilt to them, along with tickets to sell.


When we schedule the quilt to visit the area’s shops, please be generous with your time to sit with the quilt and approach shoppers about buying tickets. We have found when the quilt is exhibited without representation, we sell very few tickets. With a concerted and prolonged effort, we can raise a record amount of money for the future benefit of all.

Fruit Pizza

Here is a refreshing dessert to enjoy during these hot days of summer.

Ingredients


1 (18–ounce) package refrigerated cookie dough


1 (8–ounce) package cream cheese, room temperature


1/3 cup sugar


1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract or other flavoring (almond, orange, or lemon)


Fresh blueberries, banana slices, mandarin orange sections, seedless grapes, strawberry halves, kiwifruit (or any other fruit you want), well drained


1/2 cup orange, peach, or apricot preserves


1 tablespoon water

Instructions


Preheat oven to 375 degrees. Line an ungreased 14-inch pizza pan with cookie dough cut in 1/8-inch slices, overlapping slightly. Bake 12 minutes or until light brown; remove from oven and cool on a wire rack.


In a medium bowl, combine cream cheese, sugar, and vanilla extract or other flavoring; spread over cookie crust. Arrange fruit over cream cheese layer in any design you want (use your imagination).


In a small saucepan over very low heat, make a glaze by heating preserves and water. Brush glaze over fruit, making sure to cover the fruit that will turn dark. Refrigerate until ready to serve.


Note: This does not keep well, so plan on using it up. You may also use your own sugar cookie recipe in place of the refrigerated dough.
